Lima
Built on a coastal oasis at the foot of the Andes, 
Lima has served as Peru•s capital since 1535. On 
your sightseeing tour, see vestiges of the city•s rich 
colonial heritage, including the Government Palace, 
the Cathedral and the 17th-century San Francisco 
monastery. Prior to the Spanish conquest, the area 
was home to several Indian civilizations. Later, get a 
taste of contemporary Lima with a walking tour in the 
suburbs of San Isidro and Mira” ores, which overlook 
the Paci“ c. Then visit the Archaeological and Anthro-
pological Museum, where you can “ nd the Raymondi 
Stone Slab, the Tello Obelisk, along with other out-
standing examples of art and archaeological artifacts. 

Machu Picchu
A 35-mile-long trail winds through desert, cloud for-
est and an orchid-“ lled jungle before reaching Machu 
Picchu. Today, this fabled •Lost City of the IncaŽ is 
an UNESCO World Heritage Site and one of the New 
Seven Wonders of the World. Archaeologists have 
yet to determine why the site, perched atop a mist-
shrouded peak, was abandoned. See remnants of 
temples and terraces that have yet to reveal the true 
purpose of Machu Picchu„some believe only an elite 
Incan priesthood knew of its former existence. Your 
visit will consist both of a guided tour and free time to 
explore on your own. 

Cuzco
The city of Cuzco„literally, •navel of the EarthŽ„
is the former epicenter of a vast empire stretching 
from Colombia to Chile. After adjusting to the high 
altitude, take a guided tour beginning at the Korikan-
cha Temple, scene of Incan religious rites in bygone 
times. Continue to the Sacsayhuaman fortress, a feat 
of masonry that confounds modern scientists; its 
irregularly-shaped stones are pieced together so pre-
cisely that even a piece of paper cannot be wedged 
between them. You•ll also see the impressive ruins at 
Kenko and Tambomachay. Journey to the Sacred 
Valley of the Incas to see Pisac, a traditional Indian 
market town, as well as the exquisitely preserved 
canals and narrow streets of Ollantaytambo.
