Welcome to Barcelona, Spain’s Mediterranean
gem. As the capital of fiercely nationalistic
Cataluna, Barcelona was the hotbed of
resistance under the rule of General Franco.
The city, which gained international prestige
as host of the memorable 1992 Olympic
Games, celebrates its unique identity through
language, art and culture.

art has long been influenced by artists and
movements from outside Spain’s borders.
Pablo Picasso spent much of his life in France,
although he never accepted French citizenship.
Other Spanish artists, like Antoni Gaudi, created
styles all their own. Today you will learn about
these masters and discover why Barcelona
continues to flourish as one of the world’s most
inspiring art capitals.

— Step inside La Sagrada Familia, Gaudi’s
masterpiece of twisting spires and colorful
mosaics. Construction has continued since
1882, yet no one knows if the finished product

will be what Gaudi intended. Explore this
bizarre cathedral as you wander around the
base—or climb one of the many towers for a
spectacular view of the city.

— Explore Barcelona’s art scene during an
interactive workshop with a local artist.

— Master art-related terms and learn about
Spain’s most renowned artists, Gaudi and
Picasso, in an interactive language lesson.

DAY 6: BARCELONA

Today’s Theme: Daily Life in Spain—In
Spanish culture, familial ties are often very close.
Families normally eat dinner together daily,

while those who no longer live at home return

on the weekends for a big family meal. The
Spanish lifestyle is more relaxed than many other
nations—you’ll experience this as you interact
with locals through a delicious home-cooked
meal.
