Day 1: Fly overnight to Germany
Pack your bags (and a reusable water bottle!) and board your overnight
flight to Berlin.

Day 2: Berlin

— Meet your Tour Director at the airport in Berlin, the vibrant capital of
reunified Germany committed to environmental sustainability.

— Stroll through the city on a walking tour. While catching sights of
Baroque buildings and skyscrapers, you'll also see why this city is
recognized for its green spaces and environmentally
friendly transportation.

Day 3: Berlin | Leadership Conference

— Take an expert-led tour of Berlin to see the Brandenburg Gate,
Kurfurstendamm, and remains of the Berlin Wall.

— Stop at Checkpoint Charlie and visit the Topography of Terror Museum.

— Kick off your leadership conference experience.

Days 4-5: Leadership Conference in Berlin

The leadership conference continues as you connect with other students
in this inspiring and innovative setting. Over the course of the conference,
you will hear from world-renowned keynote speakers, work with local and
global experts, and collaborate with peers in small international teams.
Using the design-thinking process, teams will develop solutions focused

Day 6: Berlin | Reykjavik

— Fly to Reykjavik. Surrounded by hydroelectric power
and geothermal energy resources, this green city
is a pioneer in creating innovative climate solutions
and has set the ambitious goal of being carbon
neutral by 2040.

— Take a walking tour of Reykjavik. Discover the city’s
blend of culture, history, and natural beauty, and
take note of its innovative urban and green spaces.

Day 7: Reykjavik

— Stand where two tectonic plates meet at Thingvellir,
a national park.

— Visit the Gullfoss waterfall and watch as geysers
erupt every few minutes.

— Learn about greenhouses and unique sustainable
agriculture methods at Fridheimar Farms.

— Visit Icelandic horse stables.

Day 8: Reykjavik | Grabrék Crater | Akureyri

— Travel via Grabrék Crater to Akureyri, a quaint
seaside town in northern Iceland. As one of the
country’s main fishing ports, Akureyri has strong
ties to the local marine ecosystem.

— Enjoy a hike to the top of Grébrok Crater for a
bird’s-eye view of mossy lava fields.

— Explore the charming yet surprisingly cosmopolitan
Akureyri during a walking tour.

Day 9: Akureyri

— Travel to the Lake Myvatn region for the day.

— Stand in awe below Godafoss, one of Iceland’s most
spectacular waterfalls.

— Walk along the shore of Lake Myvatn, a biologically
diverse nature reserve home to a variety of
bird species.

— Visit the milky blue Myvatn Nature Baths.

— Walk among the boiling mud pots and steamy
natural hot springs of Namafjall.

— Explore millennia-old lava formations
at Dimmuborgir.

Day 10: Akureyri | Reykjavik

— Meet with a University of Akureyri Oceanographer
for a personal take on Iceland’s ocean, biodiversity,
and climate changes.

— Enjoy lunch at Gauksmyri Farm on your way back
to Reykjavik.

Day 11: Reykjavik | Depart for home

— Relax in the warm, geothermal waters of the
Blue Lagoon as you take in views of the
volcanic landscape.

— Head to the airport ready to address local
challenges and initiate meaningful conversations

back home.
