— On your expert-led tour of Florence, pass by
classical statues at the Piazza della Signoria
and walk across the Ponte Vecchio, a medieval
bridge where many of Florence’s famed leather
and gold artisans keep shop.

— See the Duomo, which features a domed
cap that dominates the skyline. Across from
the Duomo, look for the bronzed doors of
Ghiberti’'s Gates of Paradise at the Baptistry.

Day 6: Pisa | Lucerne

— Make a photo stop in Pisa.

— Travel to the Lucerne region, where the
majestic Swiss Alps rise behind the shores
of Lake Lucerne and provide the stunning
backdrop to one of Switzerland’s most
picturesque cities.

Day 7: Lucerne
— As you take a tour of Lucerne, you'll see the
poignant Lion Monument, or Lowendenkmal,

a sandstone statue commemorating the Swiss
Guards slain in the 1792 Paris storming of the
Tuileries. From here, follow Lucerne’s winding
cobbled streets past fairy-tale houses to the
Chapel Bridge, or Kapellbricke. Stroll along
this covered bridge, which dates back to
medieval days, and admire the colorful murals
overhead.

— Time to see more of Lucerne or
© enjoy a Swiss Alps experience or
© attend a traditional Swiss evening.
