Study more key sites across these 
countries that will remind you of the massive costs of World War II, including a 
visit to the Dachau concentration camp in Germany.
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Lessons come to life
On June 6, 1944, American, Canadian, and British forces made 
history as 156,000 soldiers landed on the heavily fortified coast 
of Normandy, France. This was one of the largest amphibious 
military assaults on record, marking the beginning of the Allied 
invasion of Western Europe.

In honor of D-Day’s 80th anniversary in 2024, join students and
educators from across the country to explore the historic sites
of World War II. You’ll gain a new perspective on history and
your place in it as you connect with the local community, 
participate in ceremonies, and rediscover a significant moment 
that shaped decades of global affairs.

London | Normandy | Paris | Munich

Days 1–2 | London
Fly overnight to London and meet your Tour 
Director at the airport. Visit the Imperial War 
Museum to see tanks and aircraft utilized by British 
soldiers, and learn about the everyday challenges 
presented by warfare.

Day 3 | London
Take a guided tour of London, then head back to 
the Imperial War Museum to visit HMS Belfast, a 
Royal Navy warship that supported the Normandy 
landings on D-Day.

Day 4 | Portsmouth | Normandy
Visit the D-Day Story Museum in Portsmouth 
before boarding a ferry to Caen in northern 
France’s Normandy region.  

Day 5 | Normandy
Join thousands for the D-Day 80 ceremonies, a 
once-in-a-lifetime event that commemorates the 
Normandy landings. Learn more about the operation 
known as the beginning of the end of World War II. 

Day 6 | Normandy 
Explore the Utah Beach D-Day Museum while 
experiencing special World War II-themed activities 
and programming exclusive to EF travelers.

Day 7 | Normandy 
See more of Normandy with your Tour Director, 
including a visit to the American Cemetery to pay 
respects to fallen U.S. soldiers. Stop for photo ops 
at Omaha Beach and Pointe du Hoc.

Day 8 | Normandy | Paris
Travel to Paris. When you arrive, embark on a 
walking tour and learn about the city’s rich 
history. Finish the day with free time to take 
in the City of Light.

Day 9 | Paris
Enjoy a guided tour of Paris with a ride down the 
Champs-Élysées, where you’ll pass the Place de 
la Concorde and the Arc de Triomphe, and strike 
a pose in front of the Eiffel Tower. Then visit the 
Louvre, home to treasures like Leonardo da Vinci’s 
Mona Lisa. 

Day 10 | Paris | Munich
Fly to Munich and take an expert-led tour of 
Germany’s capital. See the Olympic Stadium, the 
Residenz, former home of the Wittelsbach dukes 
of Bavaria, and Marienplatz’s New City Hall with its 
famous Glockenspiel.

Day 11 | Munich
Visit Dachau, a Nazi concentration camp built in 
1933 and liberated by the Allies in 1945. It now 
serves as a memorial museum. Afterward, spend 
some free time exploring more of Munich. 

Day 12 | Salzburg | Munich
Take an excursion to Salzburg. On an expert-led  
tour, you’ll see Old Town and Mozart’s birthplace. 
You’ll also take a cable car up to Hitler’s former 
mountain-top base, the Eagle’s Nest.

Day 13 | Depart for home
Travel to the airport and depart for home, returning 
with a new perspective on world history.
