situated between Dun Laoghaire (pronounced 
“dun leery”) and Howth Head’s rocky peaks. 
Literary history greets you at every turn, from 
Trinity College, where playwright Samuel 
Beckett and satirist Jonathan Swift studied, to 
the Long Room of the Old Library, where you’ll 
see the Book of Kells. Irish monks created 
this calligraphic manuscript over 1,000 years 
ago. Admire St. Patrick’s Cathedral, whose 
presence honors the patron saint of Ireland, 
and when you ride through Dublin’s elegant 
Georgian squares, be sure to ask your guide 
about the colorful doors.

Day 5: Dublin

– Visit the EPIC Emigration Museum.
– Visit St. Patrick’s Cathedral.
